1. General

(1) There shall be an award every year for the first
book or the best book by a young Indian author,
whose age is 35 or below on 1* January of the
year of the award, first published in any of the
languages recognised by the Sahitya Akademi
(hereafter referred to as the Akademi).

(2) The award shall consist of such amount as the
Akademi may from time to time decide besides a
citation that brings out, briefly, the book’s
significance and its author’s contribution to his/her
language and literature.

(3) The author must be of Indian Nationality.
(4) The Award will be considered only if there is

minimum of three books in the final stage of
selection.

2. Criteria of eligibility for the Award

(1) In order to be eligible for the award, the book
must be highly promising/an outstanding
contribution to the language and literature to which
it belongs. The book may be a creative or a
critical work, but must not be
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(a) a work of translation; or
(b) an abridgement; or

(c) a treatise or research work prepared for a
university degree or any examination; or

(d) the work of an author who has earlier won an
award from the Akademi (other than the Bal
Sahitya Puraskar/Translation Prize); or

(e) the work of an author who is a member of the
Executive Board of the Akademi;or

(f) beyond the age of 35 years on 1% January of
the year of the award;

(2) Any section of an integrated work complete by
itself as a book can be considered for the award.

(3) A posthumous publication is not eligible for Award.
(4) A book shall be disqualified for the award if it is
established to the satisfaction of the Executive

Board that canvassing has been done by the au-
thor.

3.Publication of the advertisement, eligibility
of the books and obtaining recommendations
from members of the Language Advisory
Board

(1) The Akademi shall every year publish advertise-
ments in newspapers as well as in literary maga-
zines in each of the 24 Indian languages inviting
the first book or the best book by young Indian
authors whose age is 35 or below on 1* January
of the year of the award.

(2) Writers and publishers can submit eligible books
of literary merit for the consideration of Akademi
along with date of birth certificate.

(3) The publishers can send as many books as they
desire.

(4) The books so submitted will not be returned to the

authors or publishers and no correspondence will
be entertained regarding the award process.
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(5) The book selected for that year Yuva Puraskar
will not qualify for Annual Sahitya Akademi
Award. But the writer may be considered for any
other book for the main award in other years
except the Award-winning year.

(6) The list of books received and found eligible in all
the 24 Indian languages shall be sent to all the
members of the concerned Language Advisory
Board (including the Convener) with the request
to recommend two titles each by such date as may
be specified by the Akademi. A member may
select:

(a) both the titles from the list, or

(b) one title from the list and the other on his/her
own, or

(c) both the titles on his/her own.

4. The Preliminary Panel and its Functions

(1) The Preliminary Panel shall consist of ten Refer-
ees. These Referees shall be nominated by the
President after considering suggestions of the
members of the Language Advisory Board con-
cerned. ’

{(2) The recommendations received from members of
the Language Advisory Board shall be compiled
and sent to each Referee.

(3) Each Referee should recommend two books. These
titles may be selected either out of the list sent in
pursuance of rule 4 (2) above or by the Referee
on his/her own.

5. The Jury and its Functions

(1) The recommendations of Referees in the Prelimi-
nary Panel shall be considered by a three-member
Jury. The Jury members shall be selected by the
President after considering the recommendations
in this behalf by the members of the Language
Advisory Board concerned.

(2) The Akademi shall purchase the book(s) recom-
mended by the Referees in the Preliminary Panel
and send them to the Jury members and to the
Convener.
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(3) The Convener shall act as the link between the
Jury and the Akademi. He/she will ensure that
the meeting of the Jury is conducted properly and
satisfactorily and will countersign the report of the
Jury. In the absence of Convener, President can
nominate a General Council or Advisory Board
member as a replacement.

(4) The Jury members shall, either by consensus or by
majority, recommend a book for the award. They
may also recommend that, in their opinion, no book
is eligible for the award during the year. All the
members have to attend the meeting, however,
only in case of emergency he/she may convey his/
her views in writing. He/she should be provided
with the facility of participating in the discussion
through phone.

6. Declaration of Award

(1) The recommendation of the Jury shall be placed
before the Executive Board for formal approval
and announcement of the award. The names of
the Jury members and the shortlisted books in the
final stage shall be made public simultanecusly
with the announcement of the Award.

T Miscellaneousr

(1) If the time limit for submission of the recommen-
dations is not observed by a member of the Lan-
guage Advisory Board or by a Referee, the
Akademi shall presume that he or she has no rec-
ommendation to make and shall proceed accord-
ingly unless, in any particular case, it is in a po-
sition to extend the time limit and actually does so.

(2) The award ceremony shall be held on such date
and at such place as the Executive Board/Presi-
dent may decide.

(3) In the event of the death of an award-winning

author before conferment of the award, it shall be
given to his/her spouse or to a legal heir.
